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Following an arduous trip to Greece, the United party arrived back in Scotland in the early
hours of Friday morning. With just about enough time to recover, for the trip to Hearts on
Sunday, Peter Houston made changes, restoring Daly and Goodwillie to the starting line up,
along with Swanson. Gomis, Cadamarteri and David Robertson dropped out along with
Dixon, the latter replaced by Douglas.

Before United could get any sort of rhythm established, Swanson went off injured and was
replaced by David Robertson. Hearts took advantage of their better possession in the first
half and led by a single goal at half time. After the break United began to take control and
with Gomis on for Watson, the Manager reshuffled. United were handed a golden
opportunity to level the match from the spot but Daly saw his effort saved. United then went
with three strikers when Shala came on for Scott Robertson and with the Hearts on the
defensive, the Terrors finally grabbed the equaliser with a stunning Gomis volley, five
minutes from the end. In the closing stages, Conway had two good chances to win the
match.

Peter Houston was full of praise for the players. They showed immense character to get the
equaliser and the improved second half perhaps warranted all three points as Hearts were
forced on to the back foot. The Manager was very pleased with the level of effort and
commitment.

On a hot sticky evening, the Tangerines started slowly as the Greek side had the early
chances and just as United were coming into the game, AEK Athens went in front from a
corner. Throughout the match the home side had more possession and the statistics show
they were more active in attack but United played well and as the game wore on the
prospect of a United goal looked more likely. When it came, the equaliser from Daly was well
deserved as United refused to give up. In the closing stages the Greek side were on the
back foot as United pressed for the goal which would have won the tie. Swanson came close
near the end but, it was not to be and United went out, with pride restored after a couple of
disappointing performances.

Peter Houston felt that United will learn a lot from this European experience and he praised
the players and the fans for a great effort. The European adventure may be over but United's
players, staff and travelling support ensured that United's reputation on the European stage
was again enhanced.

Former Taypools Manager Alistair White
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The former Manager of Dundee
United's Taypools, Alistair
White, has died aged 85.

Mr White was involved with the
scheme, set up in the mid-
1950s to generate cash for
United, when it became the
biggest club pools oultfit in the
country.

Dundee United Sportsman's
Club regularly provided
substantial donations which
transformed the fortunes of the
Club. The creation of Taypools
by the DUSC was perhaps the
pivotal moment in the history of
Dundee United. At its peak,
95,000 people played every
week and this generated an
annual income equivalent in
today's terms of £5 million. After
deducting all costs (including
prizes and commission) this
would provide £1.5 million per
annum to the Club.

The pools were wound up in

¢ 1991 and replaced by the
Dundee Unlted Development Association who now operate the new Tannadice Lottery,
50/50 Half-time Draw and various Superdraws.

Born in Dundee, Mr White was educated at Morgan Academy before starting work in the
insurance industry.

He was appointed manager of Taypools in 1957 but decided on a complete change of
course 10 years later and trained as a teacher.

He was latterly head of the Commercial Department at Carnoustie HS.

After he retired, he cared for his wife Betty until her death. His second daughter Alison died
in 1980.

He is survived by sons lan and Andy and daughter Pauline.
